House Reports Busy Week, Senate Locks Down

We had a very productive week," House Speaker Seth Hammett told reporters after lawmakers finished the firs
full week of work in Montgomery.

The House passed several measures including bills that would ban money transfers between political action co
mittees, ban text messaging while driving, create a commission to oversee the Department of Transportation, a
give subpoena power to the Alabama Ethics Commission.

The Senate locked down two days over a bill that would allow voters to decide if they want to take $1 billion ove
10 years from the Alabama Trust Fund to pay for road and bridge projects. Republicans are filibustering the bill
but Democrats believe they have enough votes to pass it and expect action Tuesday.

Hammett said he was not sure if there was enough support to pass the bill in the House.

Hammett, DAndalusia, said he has increased concerns about the proposed budget sent to legislators by Gov. E
Riley after a Republican victory for a U.S. Senate seat in Massachusetts.

"People do not have an appetite for more spending,” Hammett said.

He said Riley is expecting a second stimulus from Washington and used those anticipated numbers to balance
budget and to keep from making cuts.

Riley said he has talked to members of Congress who expect the legislation, which the House already passed,
be passed by the Senate.

Without 60 votes in the Senate, people are uncertain whether health care reform or other Democratic initiatives
will pass.

Republicans are not supportive of the stimulus or health care reform measures proposed by Democrats.
